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ABSTRACT

The research aims to study origins and types of textures on silk in Pak Thong Chai,
Nakhon Ratchasima and aims to analyze folk literary works reflected by textures

especially oral literary works related to naming of silk textures.

The methodology used in the research is in-depth 6-months interview from 13
informants. These informants are 40-years-old silk weavers in 3 districts: Takhu, Muang Pak
and Tongchai Neau. The acquired information is analyzed by qualitative research method

and the validity of the analysis is verified by triangulation test.
Results from the study reveals that silk textures have 2 origins:

First, silk textures are descended from ancestors through learning processes in
family and society. Informants in this eroups are originally silk weavers since their
ancestors’ period. In other words, these informants have experience on weaving since
their childhood. Thus, they have acquired knowledge in both direct and indirect ways. For
Pak Thong Chai people, silk texture creation is mainly caused by 2 factors. First, silk
texture creation is made-to-order, Second, silk texture creation is inspired by their interest
and imagination. Created textures' names are ‘Peun Hang Karork’, ‘Phaya Nark’, ‘Khao
Larm Tud’ ‘Takhor' (or ‘Takoh), ‘Takraeng' ‘Krong', ‘Krajab’ and ‘Tonson’. Some of these
textures are applied and develop into new textures. ‘Nak Kranok’, is developed from
‘Phaya Nark’.’Pai’. ‘Khao Larm Tud Lek’ and ‘Khao Larm Tud Yai' are developed from
‘Khao Larm Tud’. ‘Takhor Yai" ‘Takhor Lek’ ‘Takhor Bed’ are developed from ‘Takhor’ (or
‘Takoh). ‘Krong  Yai’ ‘Krong Lek’ ‘Krong Khoo' ‘Krong Khoo' ‘Krong Takhor’ ‘Krong

Hunlang’ and ‘Krong Krajab' are developed from Lai Krong’. ‘Krajab Puang’ ‘Krajab Wan’




and ‘Kraj'ab Pad" are developed from ‘Krajab’. ‘Son Yai' and ‘Son Lek’ are developed

from ‘Ton Son’.

Second, silk textures are newly created. These are inspired by nature and man-
made environments, imagination, and mass media. The main purpose of this creation is to
increase creator’s self-identity, to participate silk competition, to attract customers and to
increase silk value. Silk textures' names in this groups are ‘Dao’ ‘Dang Hae' ‘Ton Son Lek'
‘Dok Bua Tong' ‘Supparot’ ‘Dok Kulab’ ‘Dok Ya' ‘Pai’ ‘Met Prik’ ‘Maa Lai’ ‘Phii Seau’
‘Hua Seau’ ‘Nok Kaew' ‘Ok Tao Pitpong’ ‘Reau’ ‘Lui’ and ‘Lok’. Among these textures,
‘Dac’ is the only texture which are applied and develop to other new textures namely

‘Dao Krajai' ‘Dac Lon’ ‘Dao Haa' ‘Dao Kao’

In terms of texture types, the study shows that texture can be categorized into 5
types by origin criterion: 8 animal textures from 7 kinds of animals, 13 plant textures from
9 kinds of plants, 20 appliance textures from 12 kinds of appliance, 4 phenomenon
textures of 4 natural phenomena. Also, there are 3 textures that weavers themselves

creates in order to create their own identity.

In terms of silk textures” name and local literary works, the study shows that silk
textures’ names are related to local literary works in narrative cenre. Weavers are
narrators who gives the textures’ name. In other words, stories of textures’ origin do not

derive from any other narrator.
