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Abstract

In this research is aimed 1) to investigate situations, problems and effects of
the community debts 2) to find ways to solve problems and make sustainably
mmunities with the community. The action research process provided a platform to
purpose leaders in the community with process and apply the research advantage.
The researchers were together designing stages 1) to create a learning process
development with the discussion and exchange of opinions 2) to handle the after
action review stage on the debts and sustainable immunity 3) to study in-depth the
path of 15 Household debts from 1 October 2016 to 30 November 2017 and extend
0 30 September 2018.

The result showed that the community was small. Most of people mainly
worked as an agriculture: farming, cassava, maize, sugarcane, and pepper plants for
supplementary. Agricultures dwelled raining forasmuch problems of saline soil,
drought, lack of water resources for agriculture and consumables. The lifestyle of the
people were a relative and a confraternity culture. There were cultures and
traditions, politics with the leader in community, community committee, and
supported by the government budget for development such as; community funds
and others.

Situation of the community effected in the debt problems of people in the
community that found 1) Bank for Agriculture and Cooperatives (BAAC) opened an
opportunity to people with access to credit and can borrow money for many types
of more and more 2) natural disaster that occurred In the community, such as
drought, saline soil, lack of water for agriculture and consumables 4) fallen product
price 5) higher cost of agriculture 6) to educate children in high school and a
bachelor's degree 7) health illness of family member 8) to build housing and repairs.

The cause occurred 1) occupations 2) costs for consumption in daily life 3)
property investment. The impact of debt problems were 1) owe debt circulation 2)
having no money in daily life 3) having no money to send their children to school 4)
more hard-working but have to pay all debts 5) living separate lives 6) stresses and

cause problems in health.



The approach to the problems and immunity from the debts indicated in 3
main ways: 1) developing a modified way of life based on the sufficiency economy
philosophy by focusing on only a modest immune (diligence, honesty, saving, and
patient) to make the people life plans and reduce expenses, generate income for
their families 2) the development of infrastructure for the agriculture such as water
sevelopment for saline solutions 3) promote and support professional development
n the field of agriculture 4) restructuring of debts to the farmers.
